Thank-you for being interested in having your son or daughter participate as a Leader-in-Training (LIT) at 
TREK 2011. Over the past years, our Leadership training program has grown in strength and numbers. 
Last year, over 40 young people came through our program and most of them left changed people.  
Our leadership training program is founded on the principle spoken by Jesus Christ,  

“Whoever wants to become great among you must be your servant, and whoever 
wants to be first must be servant of all.”  

Therefore, our prime concern in teaching your child to be a leader will be to teach them the importance of 
leading through service and self-sacrifice. Through this training we hope your teen will be prepared to 
become a counselor or co-counselor at TREK in the years to come. To prepare them for this task, they will 
get both “book” training and “hands on” training as well as be involved in general duties that help the camp 
run smoothly. These duties include, but will not be limited to, setting up facilities, assisting counselors with 
the kids, kitchen work, role-play within the theme and helping with activities. We hope to expose them to all 
aspects of a camp ministry and allow them to develop their leadership skills.  
In addition, because TREK is a Christian camp and is designed to communicate the life-changing message 
of Jesus Christ to children, your teen will be taught (and will practice with other LIT!s) how to communicate 
this message to children. While professing faith in Jesus is NOT a requirement for LIT!s, it IS a requirement 
for counselors and co-counselors.  
LIT!s will be in a group that is supervised by adult leaders. Sleeping accommodations will be with that group 
(guys and girls in separate tent areas) in accordance with the camp theme to allow LIT!s to encounter the full 
camping experience. At the same time, LIT!s are considered staff and so we expect them to be examples for 
the campers in terms of behavior.

Once your son or daughter has been accepted as a LIT, they will receive a confirmation package 
explaining all additional information including the dates for their training session (TBA) before camp. The 
cost for LIT!s is $90.00/week (includes camp T-shirt & GST)

we recognize that most parents have extremely high views of their children, please fill out the reference as 
truthfully as possible (A “10” score is taken by us to mean that your child is near perfect in this area and has 
no room left to grow).
